Under this mandatory commitment,
colleges are required to provide a Shopping Sheet to all
prospective students who are eligible for federal VA
benefits or through a family member are eligible for VA
benefits (dependent benefits).

Besides the Shopping Sheet, another large component
of the “Principles of Excellence” is to provide an
educational plan to students so that they are aware of
the graduation requirements for their individual
educational goals.
